15 Recording plans: Pray for Ed and his wife in 
Arizona, as they seek out, record, and promote 
a number of immigrant languages. Pray for 
good contacts provided by the Lord.   

16 Annual Meeting: USA’s annual corporation 
meeting is today. It is a great time to reflect on 
the victories of 2022 and to commit ourselves 
to God’s plans for the future. Pray for a good 
sense of God’s leading, for unity, and for vision.  

17 Board of Directors: Thank God for the godly 
and committed men that He has brought to our 
Board. Pray for divine wisdom and guidance for 
each of them. Each one takes time away from 
other responsibilities to serve GRN in this way.

Give thanks for 
Graydon Colville, who over the past 12 years 
has led GRN internationally.  
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
