Pray for God's care and guidance, and His
grace and peace for David and Colleen.

Tumi’s Ministry: Give thanks for the Tumi
Tiger script in Spanish. Pray for the work on
several new recordings of it. This will allow
Tumi to speak comforting words to more of
the world’s traumatized children.

S. Africa: Recordist Joel works with another
ministry in Madagascar. Joel has been
training a local believer in the recording
process, and together they recorded an
impressive array of material in six different
languages! Praise God for these victories.

Future plans: Preparations for the next
distribution and outreach projects in
Mexico are beginning: Culiacan (January
and February 2024) and Hermosillo (April
2024). This last project is a new outreach
where there are more than 150 agricultural
camps. Prepare the way in prayer.
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Mexican translations: Pray for the Mexican
Nahuatl brother who has already started
translating the audiovisual Good News
script. He and his pastor have had problems
as there is some opposition to making this
recording. Pray!

Belgian team: Give thanks for Michou,
Pierre, and Sebastian who lead the GRN
Belgium team. They lovingly reach out to
many refugees and migrants there, many in
very needy places like government-run
camps. They love to support immigrants
from Ukraine and have been doing this for
many years.

Anniversary: In 2024 GRN will celebrate 85
years of ministry! Pray for the team working
on celebration plans. Thank God for nearly

85 years of focusing on our main purpose of
Telling the Story of Jesus in Every Language.

Refugees and immigrants: Ed has recently
recorded “Welcome to the USA” in Urdu,
and hoping to in Telegu and Punjabi. This
special message for immigrants to our
country introduces our history and, briefly,
Christian influences here. It then invites
them to listen to our GRN recordings.

Scripture: | will praise God’s name in song
and glorify Him with thanksgiving. Psalm

Support: We continually trust God to
provide the funds necessary to meet GRN'’s
ongoing needs.
