GRN Belgium: Pray that someone will come
forward to lead the GRN team in Belgium; ideally
they need someone who can speak both French
and Flemish and so work with both communities.
Pray for the recording of Mark in Flemish which is
currently being done by David.

GRN Myanmar: David* and Stephen* continue to
serve faithfully in Myanmar amid political unrest.
Give thanks for them and their families. Pray for
opportunities to record in needy languages even
though travel is impossible, and for the ability to
distribute finished recordings to those in need of
the Good News. (*names changed for security)
GRN Thailand: Our Thai team is working on their
new Good News script. Please pray for the
recording and evaluation of a script which will
speak to the hearts of Buddhists. Pray too for the
Motorcycle Gospel Team as they visit isolated
communities with love, care and the Gospel.

Mexican Outreach: Opportunities are opening to
share the Gospel through GRN recordings in
dozens of new agriculture camps in Northern
Mexico. Pray for more volunteers to join an
outreach to win many souls for Jesus Christ.
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GRN Kenya: The team in Kenya requests prayer
for recording in the Bodei language. They are in
contact with a pastor’s coordinator in that area.
Pray for good and committed language helpers to
enable these recordings to go ahead.

GRN Cameroon: Approximately 70% of
Cameroon’s population does not understand
French or English, the two official languages.
With more than 250 languages and nearly as
many language varieties, this represents an
immense challenge for the spread of the
Christian message.

GRN South Africa: “As we completed editing and
processing audio in five variant languages within
the Makhuwa cluster, Audio Scriptures Inter-
national started to raise funding to sponsor audio
players on which we could load this newly-
produced audio content. And just last week our
coworker in Mozambique announced that 800
audio Bibles loaded with the newly prepared
Bible story sets in the five varieties were
successfully delivered in Northern Mozambique.”
Center Directors: Several of the European
centers are praying for new leadership. Pray for
God’s call on the hearts of those who can step
into these spots to lead and inspire a new
generation of GRN workers in Europe. Pray for
European Director Sam B as he oversees the
ministries there.

UK Prison Outreach: Sanjay has made contact
with a prison chaplain in the UK who has
requested Kulumis (MP3 players) for inmates.
Please pray for God’s favor and provision, that
GRN materials may be supplied without
hindrance, enabling the inmates to hear the
Gospel and the Word of God.

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GRN Canada: The Board is continuing their
search for a new Executive Director. Former
Director David E. is continuing to serve in the
office to make sure the needs of the mission are
taken care of. Pray for the person of God’s
choosing to take on this important task.
